Management of
the society is overseen by an elected
board of directors and its artistic director,
Damon Johnston.

The Board of Directors ensures the sus-
tainability of the organization through an
annual report to constituents. The Society
operates in a fiscally responsible manner

with revenue from ticket sales, rental

fees, government grants, funding from

local foundations, corporate donations
and individual gifts.

All presentations of the ProArts Society
take place in the historic Cathedral
Church of the Redeemer. Built in 1905,
the art inherent in the building, including
the stained glass windows and a com-
pletely restored turn of the century Casa-
vant Freres pipe organ, complement
artistic expression.
